LA County new retail light vehicle registrations 
increased 8.9% during the first seven months 
of this year versus year earlier. U.S. market 
was up 4.9%. July registrations improved by 
13.3%.

Registrations increased by more than 20% for 
seven brands: Rivian, Honda, Tesla, Audi, Land 
Rover, Acura, and Genesis.

Tesla Model Y, Tesla Model 3, Toyota Camry,  
Honda Civic, and Toyota RAV4 were top-selling 
models (see page 4).
